the following Sunday. 

-double mask to allow for singing (we will provide each attendee with one mask and ask you to provide the other mask) 

-remember that temperature checks will be done upon entry 

-continue to social distance 

-arrive between 9:45a and 9:55a 

 

We will continue to live stream worship on Sunday mornings at worship.celebrating.org during every phase of this plan, and will 

continue even after we are fully open with no restrictions. 

 

We're so looking forward to getting back to unrestricted, in-person worship and thank you for your patience as we take safe 

steps to get there!
